Timed games, though ended for UPA tourney play, are still encouraged
here as a way to maximize playing time for all players and teams and as a  
way to have some certainty as to the length of the game. Timed games are
48 minutes (two 24-minute halves) in stop time (Clock stops 30 seconds
after each point ‘til next pull is caught) or 35-45 minute halves in runtime, a
lot easier. Last 2 minutes are stop time regardless. Stoppage is for Out of
Bounds, scores or injuries. We also encourage Points games from 17 to
21 for the same reasons, with time caps if necessary. Remember this is
NOT a tourney, it’s your only game of the day so it should  be longer…
